Scene 1 ~

New Orleans

Inside a restaurant filled with many patrons and harp music being played in the back ground, a "couple" start to argue as the patrons and a loan gentleman at the bar observe.

Roger: Look. All I said was Miss Tenderil had a lovely smile. (laughing) What could be so wrong with that?

Miss Welky (?): It wasn't her smile she was flouncin' around and you know it.

Roger: (Still laughing) Why Miss Welky...I do believe that you are jealous.

Miss Welky: Me? Jealous?

The waiter comes in and sets down their food. "Your gumbo sir."

Roger: Thank you. (He turns back to Miss Welky) Why yes. I do believe your jealous. But please, let's not let a little smile come between us.

Miss Welky: I'll give you a smile. (She stands up and dumps his gumbo into his lap and then sits back down.)

Roger: (He stands up and wipes off his trousers and then looks back at the couple behind them.) Excuse me.

Roger then leans towards Miss Welky and poors her gumbo on her lap. She gasps in surprise and then stands up and attempts to slap him. 

Roger: (Grabbing her wrist to stop her from slapping him.) I've never killed someone on an empty stomach. Don't push your luck.

He shoves her back down into her seat, grabs his handkerchief to wife off and walks out of the restaurant.

Miss Welky gets up and walks over to the loan older gentleman at the bar.

Miss Welky: Excuse me sir. You appear to be a gentelman and I've been greviously mistreated. Might I borrow your kerchief?

The gentleman reaches into his pocket "Certainly mam."

He gets up and says "Keep it."

Miss Welky: No! Wait. Please. I feel so shaken. I don't know what I'm gonna do. I...I...Please, just a few moments?

Roger is now seen in a hotel room looking through a trunk and grabs a brown satchel out of it and then leaves out of the window. Just in time before the older gentleman comes quickly into his room. He notices the window is open and quickly limps towards it. He looks out just in time to see Roger speeding off on horse back. He angrily slams the curtains shut. 

Scene 2

Sweetwater Station ~

Rachel is outside haning the laundry on the line on a crystal clear day. A rider is seen riding in, in the back ground. She notices.

Rachel: Rider up!

Still hanging the laundry, she yells off in the distance.

Rachel: Kid! It's Louise!

Lou rides in and hands of the mochila to Ike and then he rides out. 

Lou disomunts off Lightning.

Lou: Hi Kid.

Kid comes rushing towards her and embraces her. 

Kid: Thank God you're alright. You've had no idea how worried I'd been. What happened? Where ya been?

Lou looks up at him.

Lou: Workin'.

Kid: I know that. But when you didn't come home last night, Jimmy had to practically tie me down last night to keep me from ridin' out after ya.

In the mean time, Rachel has started walking over and a couple of the other riders are standing on the porch watching.

Lou: Glad someone around here has got some sense. (She turns away from the Kid.)

Kid smiling.

Kid: Lou?

Rachel tries to intervene.

Rachel: Kid. I don't think now is such a good time.

Kid stops Lou.

Kid: I gotta surprise for you. (He jogs up to her.)

Lou: Can't it wait till after supper?

Jimmy comes out of the barn observing now as well.

Kid: Nope. Jimmy? Could you take her horse?

Jimmy comes walking over and then Kid grabs onto Lou's sleeve and pulls her towards the main house, before Jimmy can even get to Lightning.

Kid: Come on.

Kid's quickly and excitedly pulling Lou.

Kid: Come on!

Lou: I'm comin'. I'm comin'.

Kid's still pulling Lou while she looks back at Noah, Cody, Buck, Rachel and Jimmy. Kid stops them at the front door.

Kid: Close your eyes.

Lou reluctantly covers her eyes.

Kid: Close your eyes.

He opens the door and pulls Lou into the house. Rachel, Cody, Buck, Noah and Jimmy are all watching and waiting to hear the reaction.

Once the door shuts you hear silence and then Lou yelling.

Lou: You low down mealy-mouthed* coyote! (You hear glass breaking.) Who the hell do you think you are?! You got alot a nerve movin' me in here!

The door opens and Lou comes storming out of the house and slamming the door shut. Rachel's trying to keep a straight face, while Lou comes storming back to the bunkhouse. She brushes by Rachel and between the other riders on the porch and slams the door shut there too, making everyone jump.

Rachel goes back to the main house to check on Kid. She finds him sitting on a baed holding a daisy with a broken vase and daises scattered on the floor infront of him. He looks up when he sees Rachel coming in.

Rachel: Hi.

Kid: Guess I shoulda asked first, huh?

Rachel: Yeah.

Kid: Well...We can't keep on goin' the way we been goin' Rachel. It ain't right.

Rachel: Maybe. Maybe not. I don't know. But it's not right makin' other peoples decisions for 'em either.

Kid: What should I do now?

Rachel: Well...You can start by takin' her things back to the bunkhouse.

Kid smiles slightly and goes back to staring at the flower in his hand and Rachel gets up and goes back outside leaving Kid in his thoughts.

Scene 3

New Orleans at night. A hotel is being shown with a horse drawn carriage driving by outside. 

Miss Welky: We make quite a team, don't we?

Roger: The best.

Now you see Roger and Miss Welky inside a hotel room, sitting on the bed looking at some silver plates and the loot that they stole.

Miss Welky: Who would've ever a thought? A river boat flea like Mingus would set us up on our biggest haul yet.

Roger: It might be bigger than you think.

Miss Welky: What are you talkin' about?

Roger: Sugar. These could be worth more than all this stuff put together.

He puts the silver plates back in their bag.

Miss Welky: Roger?

He's still looking at the bag.

Roger: Hmmmm?

Miss Welky: Let's celebrate. (She caresses his face.) I mean, really celebrate.

He kisses her hand.

Roger: One thing I learned a long time ago, is that in this business, you do not mix business and pleasure. Sad...(he kisses her hand again), but true. 

She smiles and then he starts to get up.

Roger: You hold onto all this stuff. I wanna give these plates a better look once my head's cleared. 

He gets up off the bed and she remains sitting on it.

She gets up.

Miss Welky: Roger?

Roger: Huh?

She walks over to him and then kisses him deeply.

Roger: Mmmm...you sure don't make it easy.

She smiles coily at him. He walks out the door.

Miss Welky: You can always change your mind.

He sighs and closes the door while she looks on with a flirtatious smile. He comes back in.

Roger: I'll be back after Daisy's asleep.

She laughs and he closes the door again.

Scene 4

New Orleans ~

A young girl is wearing a paper hat and blowing a card house down and smiling. She hears someone coming towards the door, so she hurriedly takes the hat off and rushes off to crawl into her bed.

Roger walks in to see her "asleep".

Roger: Trouble?

He comes in to the room quietly.

Roger: Trouble? You asleep?

Roger: Oh...I guess she's asleep. Well, that's too bad, 'cause if she weren't, I might have a little present for her.

He pulls out a string of pearls and dangles them from his hand.

Roger: Oh well...I guess I'll just have to wait until morning.

He turns away and she quickly gets up and grabs for the pearls with a smile on her face.

Roger: Ha!! Done like a true lady.

He comes over and sits on the bed with her.

Roger: How's my favorite girl?

He kisses her on the forhead.

Roger: Hmmm?

Trouble/Daisy: Bored.

While she looks at the pearls. He laughs.

Roger: Oh really.

She tosses the pearls away.

Roger: Well, what do you think you're doin'?

Trouble/Daisy: They're paste.

He snaps his fingers, impressed.

Roger: Good eyes. I know they're paste.

Trouble/Daisy: What are you so happy about?

Roger: Me? Oh...it's too late. I'll tell ya in the morning, huh.

Trouble/Daisy: Tell me now.

He grabs her stuffed bear.

Roger: Nope. You've got to go to sleep. Kids your age have got to get their sleep. I read that somewhere.

In the meantime, he's getting into his jacket pocket and taking the plates in their pouch and putting them inside her bear.

Trouble/Daisy: Hey. What do you think you're doin'?

Roger: Well...These need to be looked after. You don't think Barney the bear will mind do ya? Huh?

Trouble/Daisy: It depends what's in it for him.

Roger: Oh...maybe some real pearls, a big spread, a golden future. Hmmmm?

Trouble/Daisy: Sounds like a fairy tale.

Roger: Yeah. From a river boat ferry all of our own. Now...you go to sleep.

He kisses her on the cheek and hands her back her bear and turns down the lamp.
He walks towards his room.

Trouble/Daisy: You goin' out later?

Roger: Nah. Ummm...I'm stayin' in tonight. I'm pretty tired.

She closes her eyes.

Trouble/Daisy: Right.

He opens the door to his room.

Roger: Night trouble.

She gets up, opens up her bear and looks at what Roger put inside.

Scene 5

Sweetwater ~

Lou and Rachel are sitting on the swing chair on the main houses front porch, covered in blankets and drinking what looks to be tea or coffee and laughing.

You hear the bunk house door open and they look over.

Lou: Oh Lord.

Kid comes walking out.

Kid: Lou? We're turnin' in. You comin'?

Lou: In a minute.

Kid: Thought you wanted to move back in with us?

Lou: I'm talkin' with Rachel. Is that alright with you?

Kid looks at her and nods his head and then heads back to the bunkhouse.

Lou sighs and looks down at her mug.

Rachel: Don't you think you're bein' just a little hard on him?

Lou: After that trick he pulled today.

Rachel smiles.

Rachel: He was just tryin' to do the right thing.

Lou: I've been livin' in the bunkhouse for about a year now. Are you sayin' that's the wrong thing?

Rachel: No. Of course not. It's just that sometimes things change.

Lou looks on.

Lou: What if you don't want 'em to?

Rachel laughs slightly.

Rachel: You don't always have a choice.

Lou: Maybe not. But I got one here, and I plan to keep things the way the've been.

Rachel looks down at her lap and sighs quietly.

Scene 6

New Orleans~

Trouble is sitting on the floor of the hallway in the hotel, playing cards by herself. You see a man walking by infront of her. She watches him carefully as he reaches into his holster and pulls out his gun. It's the older gentleman (Mingus) from who Roger stole the loot from.

Trouble gets up and runs into her room as the man walks down the hall towards another room.

In the mean time in Miss Welky's room...

Miss Welky comes out wearing a black lace night gown and showing off for Roger while he drinks his whiskey.

Miss Welky: What do ya think?

Roger: Mmhmm.

He takes another sip.

She walks around the bed towards him, when the door to the room suddenly bursts open.

Mingus: You got somethin' that belongs to me.

Mingus points his gun towards Roger, while Roger puts down his drink and then puts his hands up in the air.

Miss Welky runs towards Mingus, trying to stop him.

Miss Welky: Run Roger!!

She struggles with Mingus while Roger gets up off the bed heading toward the night stand/dresser where his gun is. Mingus' gun goes off and Miss Welky is shot and falls to the floor. Roger grabs his gun and then shoots at Mingus, hitting him once in the leg and then missing the second shot.

He pricks his finger while trying to mend something.

Roger: Ow!

Trouble: You sure this Rachel lady is gonna be happy to see us?

Roger: Yeah. She'll be happier than a bed bug on a cold Winter night.

Trouble: You ain't gonna leave me there are ya?

Roger: Leave you? No I ain't gonna leave you there. I ain't never gonna leave you again.

He leans over and gives her a hug and then kisses her on her head.

Scene 8~

At the Livery Stable

Mingus is speaking to the keeper of the Livery stable.

Mingus: And he was travelin' with a little gal?

Livery keep: That's right.

Mingus: They say which way they were headed?

Livery keep: Ah...they traded this horse for passage to the Nebraska Territory. Ft. Laramie, I think it was.

Mingus: Appreciate your help.

He walks out of the Livery stable.

Livery keep: You bet. 

Scene 9~

Sweetwater Station

Jimmy is unloading heavy feed bags from the back of the buckboard and Lou comes to talk to him.

Lou: Jimmy?

Jimmy: Yeah?

Lou: What would you do if you were in my position?

She's picking up a small feed bag, helping Jimmy out while she talks to him.

Jimmy: I would put that feed bag on the pile.

He smiles at her.

Lou: That's not what I'm talkin' about.

She sits on a barrel with the bag in her hands, setting it on her lap.

Jimmy: You mean the fella with a funny name that lives in the bunkhouse?

Jimmy's still lifting the feed bags and putting them on the pile next to Lou.

Lou nods.

Jimmy: Ah Lou. What's the trouble? I thought you two was regular love birds.

Lou: We are...or were....I don't know. Somethin's changed.

Jimmy: I know. Ever since you been lookin' and actin' more like a girl, he's been wantin' you more and more for himself.

He gives her a light nudge on the shoulder.

Jimmy: I can't say that I blame him.

Lou: That's sweet Jimmy.

He sits down in front of her on the back of the buckboard.

Jimmy: You scared?

Lou: Well, you know the Kid. He can't have his woman doin' a man's job and livin' a man's life. Not for very long anyway. It'll drive him crazy.

Cody: Hey Kid? Look at this.

Kid: Gettin' good.

Buck: About time you showed up.

Noah: Yeah. Startin' to think you run out on us Kid.

Kid: What do ya mean?

Ike starts signing to Kid.

Kid looks surprised at what he's being told.

Kid: Thought I didn't have to ride until tomorrow?

Ike shakes his head and continues widdling.

Noah: Mm mm. As a matter a fact. You up right now.

You hear a rider coming in. Kid start to scramble, looking desperate at the other riders.

Kid: Ah...not today.

He looks to Noah and then Buck.

Kid: Noah? Buck? I need someone to switch rides with me.

Noah walks away. Buck continues working with his project.

Kid looks to Ike.

Kid: Ike?

Ike shakes his head no.

Kid runs into the bunkhouse. He quickly closes the door and then hides a small red satchel under his bunk mattress. He comes back out of the bunkhouse and Jimmy has got Katie by the bridle waiting for him.

Jimmy looks over at Buck with a questioning look of what just happened.

Scene 11~

Sweetwater

Rachel is in the main house, cleaning out the floo and chimney of the fire place.

A knock at the door is heard.

Rachel: Come in!

Another knock. She gets up and a cloud of ash is everywhere, including all over her. She goes to answer the door. She opens the door and is completely bewildered by who she sees.

Roger: Rachel?

He takes his hat off.

Rachel: Roger?

They both start laughing.

Rachel: I can't believe it's you. Uh...

She keeps laughing at a loss for words.

You hear a young girl clearing her throat.

Rachel: Oh...and who is this?

Roger: Uh...umm...this is Daisy. Daisy, Rachel. Rachel, Daisy.

Rachel: It's a pleasure to meet you Daisy.

Roger: Daisy is, uh...my daughter.

Rachel: You're what?

Scene 12~

Sweetwater Station

In the bunkhouse, everyone is there except for Kid.

Teaspoon: My nose playin' tricks on me, or is it this meal come straight from heaven? Wooooeee!

Roger: Is that, uh?

Rachel: Yes. Vegetable stew Creole style. But I didn't have enough greens, so I used wild mushrooms instead. Well, don't just sit there. Dig in.

She serves everyone.

She looks to Daisy.

Rachel: What's the matter honey? Aren't you hungry?

Daisy: Heard about a fella in Shreveport. He ate some wild mushrooms. Got sick and started throwin' up.

Roger: Trouble. That's enough.

Daisy: Ended up dyin'.

Jimmy starts to lightly laugh.

Jimmy: I'll take my chances.

Rachel: You never did say what you were doin' here in Sweetwater Roger.

Roger: Really not much to tell. Ummm...river boats, saloons, smoke filled rooms ain't no place to bring up a child. And trouble is, I've been livin' that life for so long, I ain't much good at nothin' else. One day I saw a story about the Pony Express and all you gentelmen in one of them New York papers. And, and there was Rache's name just plain as day. And I said to Daisy, "I said, Daisy. If Rachel can start a new life for herselfl, then so can we. We just...gotta find out how it's done."

He starts laughing and Rachel looks down at him, not trully trusting him.

Rachel: So here you are.

Roger: Yep. Here we are.

Scene 13~

Ft. Laramie

Outside of the Freight Office in Ft. Laramie.

Mingus: You seen a slick lookin' stranger the last couple a days, travelin' with a little girl?

Store keep: He wouldn't be a friend of yours would he?

Mingus shakes his head no.

Store keep: Good. Cause he's a no good lyin' thief. Bought some provisions and a couple of tickets on the outbound stage. Paid for 'em with these.

He hands Mingus some counterfit money.

Store keep: Counterfit. Ain't worth the paper they're printed on.

Mingus: You don't say. They say which way they were headed?

Store keep: Little town called Sweetwater. A few days West of here.

Mingus: Mind if I keep these.

He holds up the counterfit bills.

Store keep: What for? They ain't no good.

Mingus: I want to watch him eat 'em. It'll be the last meal he ever had.

Store keep: Good luck.

Mingus: Luck's got nothin' to do with it.

Mingus then rides off towards the West.

Scene 14~

Sweetwater Station

Back at the station in the bunkhouse. Jimmy, Noah, Lou and Cody are playing cards with Daisy.

Cody: Well...I've had enough.

Jimmy folds his hand.

Jimmy: Me too.

Next Lou and Noah fold. Daisy grabs the cards and the money she's won.

Daisy: One more hand?

Cody: One more hand and I'll owe you my first born.

Jimmy starts to laugh.

Daisy: Come on. I'll make it easy for ya. One eyed Jacks, threes and nines wild and I'll play ya straight. What do ya say?

Everyone just looks at her.

Daisy: I take markers.

Jimmy: Don't we have some horse tradin' to do?

Cody: Yeah.

Jimmy: Alright. You wanna come with us?

Lou: You could help us pick out horses.

Noah: Mmhmm. Meet some real live Indians.

Daisy: Thanks, but you guys have givin' me more than enough excitement today.

Jimmy: Suit yourself.

They all get up and leave the bunkhouse.

Cody: See ya Daisy.

Roger and Rachel are sitting on the porch swing and see Lou and the boys leaving.

Cody: I thought little girls liked horses?

Lou: Don't look at me. I did.

Rachel: Goin' horse tradin? You oughta take Daisy.

Cody: She don't wanna come.

Roger: Don't worry 'bout her. Takes her a while to warm up to people. That's all.

Rachel: I noticed.

Noah: What's that her Pa calls her?

Jimmy: Trouble.

Noah: Fits.

They all leave to go horse trading, leaving Daisy in the bunkhouse by herself.

She gets up and walks over towards Lou's bunk and pulls down her dress, ripping it in the process. 

Daisy: Oops.

She twirls around with it a couple of times and then throws it back up on Lou's bunk.

She then lies down on Kid's bunk and lifts up the corner of the mattress to tuck it under her head and then finds the satchel. She looks at the satchel, pulls out the ring and tries it on.

Scene 15~

Sweetwater

Rachel and Roger are sitting on the front porch swing. Daisy leaves the bunkhouse with a bag and her bear, heading towards the barn.

Roger: Where you goin' Daisy?

Daisy: Oh...just goin' out to have a look around.

Rachel: Have fun!

Rachel looks at Roger.

Rachel: She looks like you.

Roger: Ah...that's what everyone says. All I see is her Ma though.

Rachel: Who was she?

Roger: Pearl. Well...she's a bar girl I teamed up with after I ran out on you. Did pretty good too. Not as good as you and me, but...Hell...that was magic.

They both start laughing.

Roger: Well...like I said, we did pretty well until I found out she was with child.

Rachel: And then you ran.

Roger: Faster than a cyclone's breath. Ran into her a couple years later. She was whorin' in Memphis. Daisy wasn't gettin' looked after, so I took her. Pearl died a couple of months later.

Rachel: Roger...what are you doin' here really?

Roger: Like I said Rachel...I...need to change things. Daisy's gettin' older and need to settle down. What she really needs is a woman in her life. Someone like you.

Rachel: What?

Roger: Look, I don't wanna push ya into anything. I just want you to keep it in mind. Okay?

Rachel: I don't...I don't think...

Roger: Well, I know I've hurt you, and Lord knows you got no reason to trust me now. But, uh...the minute I saw you, I...knew that the fire was still there. And Daisy likes you. She likes you alot.

Rachel: How can you tell?

Roger: She hasn't tried to run no scams on you.

Rachel laughs.

Roger: What do you think? You and me and Trouble?

Rachel: Roger...I'm not like I used to be in the old days. I got married...almost had a child of my own. I've got a good life here and I don't wanna go back.

Roger: Neither do I.

They almost kiss, but Rachel pulls away.

Rachel: Want some more tea?

Scene 16~

Sweetwater

Daisy is in the barn practicing making the counterfit money with ink and the stolen plates. Rachel comes into the barn looking for her.


Rachel: Daisy? Daisy...what are you doin'?

Daisy: Drawin'.

She broke out a pen and drawing book.

Rachel: It's awful dark in here.

Daisy: You want somethin'?

Rachel: Just to talk. Maybe get to know eachother a bit.

Daisy: Why?

Rachel: I don't know. I just figured you could use a friend.

Daisy: I already gotta friend.

Rachel picks up Barney the bear.

Rachel: Oh? Well... I was talkin' about a real one.

Daisy: I'm talkin' 'bout my Daddy.

Rachel: Oh...well...I never heard of any law that says you can't have more than one friend.

Daisy: Roger says, that if you have one good friend, you're a millionaire. If you have two...you're a fool.

Scene 17~

Mingus is riding towards Sweetwater. Next you fade to the waystation with Rachel, Teaspoon and Roger stading on the porch.

Teaspoon: Either my bones are lyin', or there's a storm comin'. Looks like a real ornery one.

Rachel: Horse flesh comin'!

The riders are back from horse trading. Major dust is blowing around. Jimmy rides towards the corral first to open the gate. Lou is next in line to start bringing the horses in.

Lou is on her horse leading three new ones in, while Jimmy opens the gate. Daisy sneaks into an "unseen" area and uses a slingshot, hitting Lou's horse in the rump, causing the horse to rear up and buck Lou off. It sends off a chain reaction with the other horses. Lou falls off her horse and Jimmy runs to pick her up and get her out of the way. Once the horses get in, Jimmy quickly shuts the gate, but some of the horses kick at it, breaking part of the fence.

Jimmy picks Lou up.

Jimmy: You alright?!

Lou: I don't know. Landed kind a funny on my ankle.

He takes her arm and puts it over his shoulder and walks her back towards the bunkhouse.

Teaspoon: You boys fix this fence! Somebody tie down that windmill 'fore Mother Nature gets really mad. I'll go check things out in town.

Meanwhile, Kid is riding in.

Buck: Rider comin'!

Teaspoon: Who's up?!

Cody: Me, Teaspoon!

Teaspoon: Be careful son. Liable to be a wild one.

Cody: I'll just have to outrun it, that's all.

Teaspoon: Go!

Cody takes off.

Teaspoon: Kid. I'll take Katie. How'd it go?

Kid: Just fine.

Kid sees Jimmy helping Lou into the bunkhouse with his arm around her.

Noah walks up to him.

Noah: You missed all the fun Kid.

Trouble is sneaking off behind the barn and Rachel catches her with the slingshot in her hand.

Rachel: Woah! That was your doin' wasn't it? Lucky for you, Louise wasn't hurt too bad.

Trouble: You aren't gonna tell are ya?

Rachel: No. You are.

Trouble: And I suppose you believe in Santa Clause too.

Rachel nods her head.

Rachel: Uh huh.

Scene 18~

Sweetwater

The storm is really starting to blow in now and all of the riders that are there are trying to pitch in and mend the barn and fence, except for Kid. Kid goes into the bunkhouse and finds Daisy there.

Kid: Who are you?

Daisy: Daisy. Rachel and my Pa used to be good friends.

Kid goes to his bunk and lifts his mattress, only to find the satchel missing.

Daisy: You lookin' for somethin'?

Kid goes over to her.

Kid: Did you see someone go through my things?

Daisy: Maybe.

Kid: Who was it?

Daisy: I don't know. It was dark.

Kid angrily leaves the bunkhouse.

Roger is helpin fix the corral as well.

Rachel: Roger? Thanks for helpin'. You didn't have to, you know.

He pats her on the cheek.

Jimmy is sawing through a piece of wood that Lou is holding onto and then the saw breaks.

Jimmy: Know where the other saw is?

Lou: In the barn.

Jimmy: Be back in a minute.

Jimmy heads off to the barn to get the other saw and Kid goes to meet him there and confront him.

Kid: This is some kind of joke, it's gone far enough.

Jimmy: What are you talkin' about?

Kid: You know damn well what I'm galkin' about and I don't care who took it, I want it back now!

Jimmy: Uh...I don't got time for guessin' games Kid. Move out of the way.

Kid: Not till you give it back.

Jimmy: Like to oblige ya', but uh....the thing is...I ate it. That's it. I ate it. Now excuse me.

Jimmy tries to push by Kid, but Kid punches him and he falls to the ground.

Jimmy: This is about Lou, ain't it? Well...if that's the way you want to play.

Jimmy then stands up and punches Kid. They beat on eachother inside the barn, until Jimmy gets up the gumption and pushes them outside. They continue on beating eachother.

Rachel goes up to Lou while she's trying to fix the broken saw, not knowing that Kid and Jimmy are fighting out in back of the barn.

Rachel: I thought Jimmy went lookin' for another saw?

Lou: He did.

Rachel: Shoulda been back by now.

Lou just shrugs her shoulders looking towards the barn, not seeing the battle that's going on.

Back to the fight between Jimmy and Kid. Jimmy is lying on the ground and Kid is standing over his feet.

Kid: Now give it back and you can walk away.

Jimmy: Oh...if I know what the Hell you were talkin' about, I would.

Jimmy then takes his foot and kicks it behind Kid's knees and bring him down onto the ground next to him.

Trouble comes walking up to them and Kid looks up at her. She's holding the red satchel over him, and then she hands it back to him.

Trouble: I found this by your bunk.

Kid: Oh God.

Jimmy: That's what this is all about?

He coughs and starts to get up.

Kid: Ugh...I'm a fool.

He looks to Jimmy.

Kid: Where'd you learn to fight like that anyway?

Jimmy: Uh...Oh...watchin' you.

He stands up.

Kid holds his hand up to Jimmy so Jimmy can help him up. Jimmy starts to help, but then Kid says something.

Kid: Glad you never picked up on the left.

At which Jimmy catches Kid off guard and land a left hook to the side of his face, knocking Kid back down.

Jimmy: I'm a quick learner.

Jimmy then walks off back through the barn, leaving Kid on the ground and throwing his gloves at Kid's chest.

Kid and Jimmy come out of the barn trying to hide their burises and cuts from the fight.

Jimmy: Sorry it took so long.

Lou: What happened to you?

Jimmy: Fell.

She looks at Kid next.

Kid: Me too.

Scene 19~

Sweetwater Station

Inside the bunkhouse, everyone is holed up, staying inside to be sheltered from the storm raging outside, except for Buck and Ike, who are out trying to calm the horses. Rachel is wrapping Lou's twisted ankle, while everyone is listening to Daisy talk.

Daisy: You think this is bad. You shoulda been with us in New Orleans last summer. There was a big twister. It tore the roof right off the saloon in the middle of a big game. Money went flyin' this way and that.

Roger: Yeah. And some way, this way and that ends up in Trouble's pocket.

Next you see Ike and Buck trying to calm the horses out in the corral. They both turn around to see trouble with the windmill.

Buck: Go get some line. I'll get help!

Ike nods and runs off to the barn to get the supplies they need to tie down the windmill better, while Buck runs into the bunkhouse surprising everyone.

Buck: The windmill's comin' down!

Everyone gets up to run outside and help, including Lou, but Rachel stops her.

Rachel: No. Not you Louise. You gotta stay off that foot.

Lou: But...

Rachel: No. Now..stay here.

The boys and Rachel all run to the windmill and Lou and Daisy are left to watch on the bunkhouse porch. Ike comes running out of the barn with more line and stakes. The wind keeps smacking the barn door open and it hits the wall where the lantern is and knocks it to the ground, breaking it and causing it to light the hay and barn area on fire. Daisy is the first to notice.

Daisy: Look!

Daisy and Lou both go running (as best as Louise can) towards the barn to get buckets of water to put out the fire. They make a few runs from the water trough to the fire to attempt to put it out. In the mean time, the boys are still trying to keep the windmill up.

Noah: Give me some slack!

You see Jimmy trying to loosen the rope on his side of the windmill.

Now Rachel notices the fire and Louise and Daisy trying to put it out.

Rachel: Oh my God! Look!

The riders see what's happening and they drop everything and run to help put out the flames.

Lou notices the flames aren't really going down and takes the bucket from Daisy.

Lou: Give it to me! Stand back! Stay back!

All of the riders grab buckets and get Daisy and Louise out of the way.

Kid: Lou get inside!

Rachel: Daisy! You okay?

Daisy nods her head.

Daisy: Yeah.

Rachel: Are you okay?

Lou: Yeah. You did a good job Daisy.

Daisy: Thanks...Louise?

Lou: Hmmm?

Daisy: I'm sorry about your ankle.

Lou: What?

Rachel: She'll explain later. Right now, let's get you off that ankle.

Rachel and Daisy help Lou back into the bunkhouse and the other riders are able to douse the flames, while Roger watches the interaction between Daisy and Rachel.

Scene 20~

Sweetwater Station - Main House

Inside the main house, the fireplace is going and the storm is still raging outside. Roger and Rachel are on the couch talking.

Rachel: Did you really mean what you said the other day about changin'?

Roger: Uh huh. Why do you ask?

Rachel: No reason.

Roger: Oh.

Rachel lightly laughs while Roger strokes her cheek.

Roger: I was watchin' you and Daisy out there. She seems to really've taken a shine.

Rachel: She's a good kid.

Roger: Lord knows where she gets it.

Rachel laughs.

Roger: Rachel? You think you and her could, uh...you know? Get along together? On a regular basis I mean.

Rachel: Oh...slow down mister. Let's just take it one step at a time.

Roger: Okay.

Then they kiss passionately infront of the fire.

The next morning Rachel comes downstairs to find a letter on her hearth with her name on it. She reads it, but you hear Roger's voice as he had written it...

Rachel...By the time you read this, I'll be far away. I can't explain why. But it can't be any other way. Please look after Daisy. I'll send money as soon as I can. I guess there's nothin' else to say, except, I'm sorry. ~ Roger

Scene 21~

Sweetwater

Inside the bunkhouse everyone is sitting around and Louise is teaching Daisy how to mend the dress that Daisy had accidentally torn.

Daisy: Is this right?

Lou: Oh...yeah. It's...you could...yeah, that's real good Daisy.

Rachel then comes into the bunkhouse.

Rachel: Lou. Boys. I got to talk to Daisy alone.

Lou and the boys all get up and leave while Rachel approaches Daisy, whom is still working on the dress.

Daisy: He's gone. Isn't he?

Rachel nods.

Rachel: I'm sorry.

Daisy: Ain't your fault. 

Rachel: You alright Daisy?

Daisy pulls her arm away from Rachel.

Rachel: I'll talk to you later, alright?

Rachel leaves the bunkhouse, while Buck, Ike and and are standing on the front porch. She leans on the post tearfully.

Rachel: Damn him! Buck!

Buck approaches her.

Rachel: Go saddle up two of the fastest horses. We're goin' for a ride.

Buck goes to saddle the hores and Rachel storms off to get ready to leave.

Scene 22~

Sweetwater

Inside the barn, Kid is putting away the ring he bought back into the red satchel, looking very upset and Louise is turned away from him facing a post.

Kid: Not gonna work is it?

Lou: I'm not ready... I'm sorry.

Kid: I know.

There's silence as they stare at eachother.

Kid: It's bad timing.

Lou rolls her eyes heaven-words and nods her head.

Lou: What are we gonna do?

Kid: Go back to the way things were, I guess.

Lou: Do you think we can?

Kid: I don't know.

Lou: I guess wejust went too far, too fast.

Kid nods and then Louise leans over and hugs him in tears. She attempts to kiss the side of his jaw, but he pulls away stiffly and then walk out of the barn, leaving her in tears.

Scene 23~

Roger is out riding in the country when he is met by Rachel and Buck. He turns around when he sees them and then Rachel pulls her gun out on him.

Rachel: Goin' somewhere?

Roger: Rachel...I can explain.

Rachel: I don't wanna hear it.

Next you see Daisy in the bunkhouse by herself with her coat on and her bag packed. She grabs her things and props the back window open with a large stick and runs out to the town of Sweetwater.

Now back on the trail with Buck, Rachel and Roger.

Rachel: You know, playin' games and runnin' out on me is bad enough. How could you pull a stunt like that on Daisy? You know, I really oughta shoot you right now.

Roger: I did it for Daisy.

Rachel: Oh? And how is that?

Roger: Back in New Orleans I pulled a job. Stole some cheap jewelry from a river rat named Mingus. Turned out he had these with him.

He starts to pull the counterfit plates from his waist band.

Rachel: Woah! Don't!

Roger: You got my only gun darlin'.

He hands the plates to her.

Roger: They're counterfit bank note plates. In the right hands they're worth a fortune. Now, when Mingus found they were gone, he shot my partner and he almost killed me. Daisy helped me escape.

Rachel: I see. So it really was all a lie.

Roger looks at her not sure what to say.

Rachel: Huh...what a fool I am.

She puts the plates in her jacket pocket.

Roger: I brought her here 'cause I knew he'd be after us.

Rachel: And you figured you could just dump her on me, right?

Roger: No. I figures, I'd find her a home. A place for her. Better than I could ever give her.

Rachel: Tell it to a judge.

They ride off back to Sweetwater Waystation.

Scene 24~

Sweetwater Proper

In the town of Sweetwater at Tompkin's store. Daisy has come to get a stage ticket to go back to New Orleans, but runs into trouble when she tries to pass off some counterfit money. She then runs from Tompkin's store when he tries to stop her and runs straight into Mingus.

Daisy: How much to New Orleans?

Tompkins: Twenty five dollars. You travelin' alone honey?

Daisy: One ticket please.

She hands him the money, but the ink is still wet.

Tompkins: Uh..hey! Where'd you get these?

She runs out of the store.

Tompkins: Come back here you! Come back here!

Daisy runs straight into Mingus.

Mingus: Hello Daisy. Where's your Pa?

Scene 25~

Sweetwater Waystation

Back at the main house, a piece of paper is left on Rachel's front door. She gets it from the door and reads it, notifying Roger of the trouble Daisy is in.

Rachel: Daisy?

Roger: What's that?

Rachel: Roger...it's a note from Mingus. He's got Daisy. He wants to meet you at Craig's Creek, alone and unarmed to make a trade.

Roger: How do I get there?

Rachel: Follow...follow the wash down a couple mile due West. You can't miss it. You were tellin' me the truth, weren't you?

Roger nods his head.

Roger: Give me the plates please.

Rachel: No. Roger? It's a setu up Roger. You can't...he'll kill you.

Roger: He's got my little girl! Now give me the plates please.

Rachel reluctantly gives them to him and he leaves but caresses her cheek as he walks away.

Scene 26~

Roger comes riding up to Craig's Creek where Mingus is holding Daisy hostage.

Mingus: Glad you could make it. Now step down off that horse and keep your hands where I can see 'em.

Roger: Daisy, you alright?

He walks towards Mingus and Daisy with his hands up.

Roger: You harm her, I swear I'll kill you.

Mingus: Bring the plates?

Roger nods his head.

Mingus: Let's see. Slowly...

Roger pulls out the plates and throws them at Mingus' feet. 

Mingus: The rest of 'em.

Roger: They're in a safe place.

Mingus: I told you to bring them all!

Roger: Well...you let her go and I'll take you to 'em.

Mingus: Take me now or I'll kill her. Well...what's it gonna be?

Daisy: Don't do it Roger! It's a sucker move.

Roger looks at Daisy and she gives him a sign by touching her ear. He touches his ear to follow and to let her know he understood. He starts to pull out the other plates, looks pointedly at Daisy and the she "faints". Mingus looks down at her and that gives Roger time to drop the plates and then rush Mingus. Mingus hits Roger with his gun and knocks him to the ground.

Mingus: I've come a long way for this.

He points cocks the hammer and points his gun at Roger. Daisy sees what's about to happen.

Daisy: No!

Next thing you hear is a single shot and then Mingus falls to the ground, dead. Rachel shot him down. Rachel comes running over and hugs Daisy. Roger gets up and goes to Daisy as well.

Roger: Daisy! Daisy...You alright? Huh?

She looks at him with hurt in her eyes.

Roger: Hey. I know I haven't been a very good father, but I've always loved you. You've got to believe that.

Daisy: You lied to me! You always lie to me!

Roger: Not always.

Daisy: Then why'd you leave me?

Roger: Well, that was for your own good. For a little bit of mine. You know ever since you've come into this world, you've been nothin' but trouble. You're always gettin' under my skin. After a while you become a part of me. But for you, that's a losin' hand. You'd be better off without me.

Daisy: I don't wanna be without you. I love you Daddy.

Daisy leans in and gives Roger a big hug as Rachel watches smiling.

Scene 27~ Final Scene of this Episode

Town of Sweetwater

Rachel and Roger are standing infront of the stage that is bound for New Orleans to take he and Daisy back there.

Roger: You sure you don't wanna change your mind?

Rachel: Uh huh. This is my home now.

Roger nods in understanding.

Rachel: You got the name of that...of Teaspoon's lawyer friend in New Orleans?

Roger: Yep. Got it right here.

Rachel: I hope he's right about your not havin' to serve time.

Roger: Oh Lord, I hope he is too.

He laughs.

Roger: But if not, you're going to look after Daisy, right?

Rachel: You know I will.

Stagehand: Boardin' time folks.

Roger: Well. Thanks.

Rachel: Thank you.

Roger: For what?

Rachel: Gettin' the blood goin' again I guess.

Roger: Yeah...there's still magic there isn't there?

Rachel: Yeah.

Nodding her head.

Roger leans in and kisses her, pulls away and then starts to kiss her again. You hear the sound of a slingshot and then hear and see the stage taking off without it's driver. Daisy's sitting there with her slingshot in hand, smiling. Once they hear the stage take off, Roger pulls away and looks back at Daisy. The stage hand goes running after the stage and horses, yelling for them to stop.

Roger and Rachel: Daisy!!

Daisy: Thought you two might need a little more time.

Rachel shrugs, smiles and then pulls Roger in for another kiss goodbye.
